Guest  editors  will,  after  agreeing  on  a  deadline  with  the  Allegra  team,  be
responsible for the selection and timely submission of the contributions to their
thematic stream — usually 4-6 pieces of about 2,000—2,500 words for a one-week
thread — as well as the introduction to the thread, a piece that connects the
individual essays.
